Calvary Baptist Church - Boonville, Indiana

In 1980, the Lord clearly directed us to Norway to
begin a ministry of establishing independent, Bible
believing Baptist churches. We knew immediately that
we needed a permanent facility in order to meet regularly
and develop discipleship and outreach ministries. We
did not envision the difficulty we would encounter in a
country that has a strong Lutheran State Church. After
22 years, we were able to permanently rent a building
that was able to meet all of our immediately needs. One
of our goals was to get the International Baptist Church
registered as an independent church in Norway. This
was finally accomplished and today has all the legal
rights as a recognized church. We also spent several

Years as a liaison between the tax authorities and ABWE. Until ABWE recognized
Norway’s extremely high taxes in 2000 and the burden it placed on the ABWE
missionaries, all missionaries struggled to make ends meet in this economy. Norway
fluctuates between the top 3 cost of living countries in the world. In spite of these
difficulties, God built His church. The building is fully furnished. The auditorium seats
250 in addition to 3 offices and 8 classrooms, a 450 book library and state of the art
audio visual equipment. All to the Glory of God!

In February, 2005, Marilyn was operated upon for a non-malignant brain tumor. If
left untreated, she would go blind in a short period of time. However, Marilyn came
out of surgery totally blind. 3 days later, the Lord in His graciousness, gave Marilyn
3% vision in her right eye. Praise the Lord. After completing a couple of years of
follow up in Norway, and after much prayer, we determined that the Lord was
changing our direction away from Norway to a ministry closer to home and a medical
system that would meet our future needs. After much prayer, we determined that the
Lord was directing us to come alongside Dave Stevenson in Boonville, IN, until Dave
retires in early 2009 and then bringing the church back to a self-supporting status.
Our goal is to have this church totally independent of mission help within the next two
years.

We want to thank you for your faithful support over the past years. It is wonderful
to know that you are not just giving financially but also praying for us. We must admit,
at this period in our life, this is not what we envisioned as we come close to
retirement. But we are convinced that this is God’s plan and our entire desire and
purpose is to serve and please Him. Please remember to pray for our support base.
Many churches do not embrace the vision to support “home missions” and have
dropped our support. Others have substantially reduced the amount of support. We
find ourselves about $1000.00 under supported per month. Please pray for this need.
